Literacy

In literacy, we will begin our 
phonics journey and begin to learn 

individual sounds. We will also be using 
our new knowledge to describe the 

different people who help us. As a class, 
we will be reading books from 
the author Julia Donaldson.

Maths

In maths, we will begin our journey by 
comparing amounts of objects. We will 
then be focusing on the numbers 1, 2 
and 3 and learning how to compare 

and represent these in different ways.

Physical Development

In P.E. lessons, we will be 
exploring dances. We will be using our 

spatial awareness and collaboration skills 
to adapt a dance of our own. We 

will be developing our use of tools 
for a variety of purposes, 

including pencils for drawing and writing 
and scissors for cutting.

Understanding the World

Through our topic, we will 
be learning about our families 
and how we are different to 
one another. We will also be 

looking into the past and discovering 
how homes, transport and schools 

have changed over time.

Expressive Arts and Design

We will be developing our 

use of imagination in a variety of ways; 
for example, through role play. We will 

also be singing familiar and new nursery 

rhymes and songs and listening to music 
from around the world. In art, we will 

explore how to mix colours and join different 
materials using a variety of techniques.

Communication and Language

This half term, we will be understanding why it 
is important to listen to one another when we 

are at school and home. We will also be engaging 

in fiction and non-fiction stories that are related 
to our people who help us.

In Jigsaw, our unit of work is called 'Being 
Me'.
