English — Reading and Writing
In read, we will be reading and
exploring a fiction text called Wonder
by R.J. Palacio. We will also explore a
non-fiction text (Hidden Figures) and
some poetry.
In writing, we will be writing a narrative
based on a short film Feast. We will also
write a non-chronological report about
space.

Maths

In maths, we will begin by looking at our
place value unit where we will explore
numbers up to 1,000,000, rounding and
Roman numerals. We will then move onto
our addition and subtraction unit where we
will focus on adding and subtracting
numbers with more than four digits and
multi-step addition and subtraction
problems.

Science
In science, we are learning about
Earth and space. We will explore
the shape of the Earth, Sun and
Moon; learn the names of the
planets in the solar system; find out
about the phases of the moon; and
learn about some inspirational
scientists.

History
Our history unit this half-term is all
about the Anglo-Saxons. We will
explore where they fit in history;
find out about key events that
happened during this time period;
and compare them to the Romans
which we have studied in previous
years.

In art and design, we will be
